Viewing and Demonstrating the Creel Interactive Publishing
Solution (CIPS: Dalim Mistral Workflow)

To launch CIPS (Dalim Mistral), proceed as follows:

1. Using your web browser, log onto the CIPS (Mistral) at http://cips.creelprint.com or log
onto the Creel Printing website at http://www.creelprinting.com (client log in located at
the bottom right of the website). Click on CIPS Submit and Approve. This will open the
access to the login window below.

2. Enter user name: creel

This project has been created as a demo site for sales personnel and clients.

3. Click the OK icon. This displays the main screen:
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Allows to see the flatplan state of a given issue
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4. Click on the Blue Flatplan icon to access the Creel Test project.



The Pages view (icon located to the far left of the tool bar)
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The Pages view shows the entire publication sorted by page numbers. Marks in the
upper part of the pages are indicating the start and the end of a section.

In Pages view all functions related to single pages can be accessed. You can

» Upload the pages.

* Proof a page.

» Change the status of a page.

» Change the position of the pages

* Display information relative to a page, such as name, type, deadline, and so on.
* Delete a page from an imposition.

* Copy a page from the flat plan.

* Paste a page from the clipboard

The Section view
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The Section view displays the pages sorted by section. You can:
* Click the section to display.

« Edit the settings of a section.

* Display a JPEG preview of a page.

» Change the status of a page.

Note

This view is inactive for a flat job.

The Imposition view

The Imposition view shows the imposed pages sorted by imposition sheets. It also
displays the name of the selected imposition template. You can:

* View a small preview of the imposed sheets.

» Upload pages

» Make a proof of each page of an imposition sheet.

» Change the position of the pages.

- Download a PDF file of each page of an imposition sheet.

* Display a JPEG preview of each page of an imposition sheet.

* Change the status of each page of an imposition sheet.



* Display information relative to a page

* Delete a page from an imposition sheet.
» Copy a page from an imposition sheet.
* Paste a page from the clipboard

The Complete List view

:
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The Complete list view displays all pages of a job as a list. It allows you to change the
position, scaling and rotation of all the pages in a job. It displays the settings of all pages
in the screen, thus avoiding the necessity of opening a setup window for each page
individually. The result of the changes can be checked in the Imposition view.

The list can be sorted by column. You just need to click a column header to sort the list
by the contents of this column.

How to use the Clipboard view
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clipboard. Copying
pages to the clipboard
may be useful when the
pages are already
available but the final
imposition is not yet
clear. There are various
ways to copy pages to
the clipboard.

Click the Clipboard icon
to display all pages
stored in the clipboard,
instead of displaying the flatplan. This allows you to preview the pages, follow and
change their status, exactly as you can do it with the pages uploaded in the flatplan, by
double-clicking the icon of the page.

The Clipboard icon is available only if the Switch pages and Access to clipboard
view options are selected in the Flatplan rights of the user type attached to your login.

The Dynamic Virtual Book

This applet allows you to simulate on screen the fact of manually turning the pages of
magazine.

Important

The availability of this feature depends on your license. To use this feature, proceed as
follows:



1. In the Flatplan, click the Page Turning Applet icon, available either for the whole job
or for each section (in the Section view):
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2. Click the top or bottom corner of a page to automatically turn the page.

Note

You can also simulate a manual
page turning by dragging the
mouse while pressing the mouse
button. As soon as the corner
projects beyond the middle of the
magazine, you can release the
mouse button. The applet
automatically completes the
page turning.

3. To zoom and drag the page
display, click in the middle of a
page. This zooms the page and
displays the Zoom and Drag
icons:
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4. With the Drag mode active, you can drag the
display of the page inside the window.

5. Click the Zoom icon to activate the Zoom mode.

Click inside the page to zoom in, or Shift click to
zoom out.

6. Click the Full page icon to display the full pages



7 Click the Turn page left and Turn page right
icons to turn the pages: (see image at right)

9 Click the Slideshow icon to automatically turn the
pages at a given time interval: (see image at right)
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8 Type a page number in the text field and press the
Enter key to immediately go to the specified page:
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The time interval (in seconds) are displayed and can be

. changed by typing a new value and pressing the Enter
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key. You can stop the slideshow by clicking the Slideshow icon.
